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• ESRD dialysis patients incident during the past three years 

of the reporting year

• Patients on in-center hemodialysis at the initiation of ESRD 

dialysis treatment

• Patients who were on a home dialysis modality (home 

hemodialysis or peritoneal dialysis) and switched to in-
center hemodialysis less than 30 days from the initiation of
