Unlike other indices, the Vizient Vulnerability Index flexes to ensure the index values are
location-appropriate. Other indices have a single index algorithm for the whole country,
while the Vizient Vulnerability Index adapts to the local relevance of each domain as it
correlates to life expectancy. This allows for variation in the weighting of the domains
across different geographic areas depending on what's important — the most relevant
factors affecting health in Lincoln, Nebraska might not be the most relevant in New York

City.
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
