Sample PCPI Calculation Algorithm

Calculation for Performance
For performance purposes, a measure is calculated by creating a fraction with the following components:
Numerator, Denominator, and Denominator Exclusions.

Numerator (A) Includes:

Number of patients meeting numerator criteria

Denominator (PD) Includes:

Number of patients meeting criteria for denominator inclusion

Denominator Exclusions (C) Include:
Number of patients with valid medical, patient or system exclusions (where applicable; will differ by measure)

Performance Calculation

A (# of patients meeting numerator criteria)

PD (# patients in denominator) - C (# patients with valid
denominator exclusions)

If a measure does not allow for exclusion(s), it is calculated by creating a fraction with the following components:

Numerator and Denominator.

Numerator (A) Includes:

Number of patients meeting numerator criteria

Denominator (PD) Includes:

Number of patients meeting criteria for denominator inclusion

A (# of patients meeting measure criteria)

PD (# of patients in denominator)

It is also possible to calculate the percentage of patients excluded overall, or excluded by medical,
patient, or system reason where applicable:

Overall Exclusion Calculation

C (# of patients with any valid exclusion)

PD (# patients in denominator)
